The shiur begins
with a few minutes of halachah.

Intermediate Level Gemara

If you want to learn how to learn and
sharpen your analytical skills in a very
geshmak chaburah, this is the shiur for
you! No spoon feeding...In this shiur,
you'll be challenged and forced to think
through each step of the sugya,
learning Rashi, Tosafos, and sometimes
other Rishonim and Acharonim.

MORNING SEDER

Rav Jacobson is clear and methodical,
patient, and accessible. The format is
preparation with a chavrusa and 3
weekly shiurim, plus chazarah after
each sugya.

Advanced Level Gemara

Rav Yehudah Berenstein

10 AM—12:55 PM (varies, plus mussar
once a week)

This shiur provides an understanding of
the gemara through the eyes of

the rishonim and acharonim. It is
designed for people who can learn the
gemara independently but want a
deeper understanding of its underlying
issues. The shiur is given 4 days a week,
with both weekly and monthly
chazarahs. Written summary notes are
provided to aid in the chazarahs.

Chavrusa preparation
followed by a short chaburah.

There is a special chashivus to learning on
a Friday, as most people are busy
preparing for Shabbos and kollelim don’t
have regular sedarim.

Gemara Maseches Shabbos
HaRav Kornfeld 9:10-10:00 AM (F)

In this in-depth and practical gemara
shiur, the Rov brings multiple shitos from
the rishonim on each sugya, and then
brings down the practical halacha from
the Shulchan Aruch and Mishna Berura.
This once-a-week shiur moves at a slow
pace.

Friday Halachah Chaburah
Rav Michoel Glass 9:30-11:30 AM (F)

This chabura aims to give a basic
understanding of the main sugyos
regarding pertinent halachos and not just
knowing the basic halachah.

Mareh mekomos are provided for
chavrusa learning of the gemaros and
mefarshim, followed by a shiur.

The shiur aims to clarify the sugya and to
add further understanding. During the
second part of the shiur, some of the
basic halachos that arise from the sugya
learnt that week are presented.
